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DIRECTIONS FOR IMPROVING EFFICIENCY OF ECONOMIC INTEGRATION OF
KAZAKHSTAN WITHIN THE EAEU

Annotation. The purpose of this article is to identify possible directions for increasing the efficiency of
economic integration of the Republic of Kazakhstan (RK) within the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU).

In the course of analyzing the problem, it was found that the effectiveness of economic integration of
Kazakhstan, as a participant in the regional integration formation of the EAEU, is assessed by experts in
different ways, and certain aspects of integration are criticized. Scientific discourse today is aimed at finding
ways to increase the export potential of the republic in the EAEU markets and overcoming the differences and
contradictions between partner countries.

The definition of directions for increasing the efficiency of economic integration of Kazakhstan is also
updated taking into account the fact that in 2020-2021 the country is forecasting a protracted crisis due to the
coronavirus pandemic.

In order to increase the efficiency of the economic integration of Kazakhstan within the EAEU, based on
the calculation of indicators of the openness of the country’s economy, statistics on the dynamics and volumes
of mutual trade of the Union member states and other data, in the context of the negative consequences for the
national economy due to the pandemic, the author has developed a number of proposals taking into account
the economic interests of Kazakhstan.

Key words: Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU), economic integration, integration efficiency, Kazakhstan.

Introduction. In 2011 there was signed the Declaration on Eurasian Economic Integration [1] with the
participation of the leaders of Russia, Belarus and Kazakhstan, which stated the desire of total realization
the potential of the Customs Union (CU) and the Single Economic Space, the improvement and further
development of the legal framework, institutions and practical interaction of the participating countries,
which began within the framework of the Eurasian Economic Community (EurAsEC, 2001-2014), and then
the Eurasian Economic Union (from 2015 to the present).

Materials and methods. The members of EAEU (Armenia, Belarus, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and the
Russian Federation) generally positively assess the dynamics and effectiveness of economic integration
of these countries in the official level, it is especially emphasized by the CU member countries (Belarus,
Kazakhstan, Russia). Meanwhile, the Treaty on the Establishment of the EAEU [2], which started to work in
2015, continues to be the subject of scientific discussions [3;4;5;6;7:8;9;10;11;12;13 and so on]. Controversy
in the scientific community is caused by both the assessment of the effectiveness of the Union for different
countries, and the directions of its improvement.

It has to be noted, that the effectiveness of Kazakhstan’s economic integration as a member of the regional
integration formation of the EAEU is assessed positively by some experts [6;7;8;9;10], but others assessed
it negative [3:4;5;14;15;16;17;18], what actualizes the choice of ways to increase the competitive, mainly
export potential of the republic in the EAEU markets and overcome the existing disagreements between the
partner countries.

Problem definition. The analysis of a wide range of researchers’ opinions allows us to agree with the
opinions of those who believe that the formation of the Eurasian Economic Union is accompanied by
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problems, including the need of energy coordination, monetary, financial, tax, investment and customs and
tariff policies. In particular, one of the significant problems within the Union is the existing imbalance in the
distribution of import customs duties: for Kazakhstan, the standard is only 7%, while for Russia it is 85%.

Kazakhstan, being one of the largest exporters of raw materials-oil and gas, metals, uranium, is still
competitive only in non-diversified extractive industries, which now have free access to the world markets of
raw hydrocarbons and metals [19].

In 2020, for the EAEU member states there were added new risks and threats to the existing problems,
including:

1) influence on global, regional and domestic markets impact of the pandemic coronavirus and restrictive
measures that caused the drop in hydrocarbon prices; closures; reduction in global economic activity, the
volume of export-import operations and investments, both inside the Union and with third countries; lower
rates of national currencies, the growth of budget expenditures; the uncertainty in the markets as a whole;

2) increase of socio-political tensions in the three EAEU countries: Belarus, Armenia, and Kyrgyzstan;

3) geopolitical factors: increased sanctions pressure on Russia and Belarus from Western countries.

Results and discussion. The aim of the article is to identify possible ways of improvement the efficiency of
economic integration of the Republic of Kazakhstan (RK) within the EAEU.

If we look at the comparative analysis of statistical data describing the process of Eurasian integration, then
in the period 2017-2019 its dynamics slightly differed from the indicators of 2010-2016.

On the basis of available statistical information from the Eurasian Economic Commission (EAEC) (Table
1), indicators of the effectiveness of Kazakhstan’s integration in the EAEU markets (indicators of mutual
openness of the economy and the importance of mutual trade in goods and services) were calculated (Table 2).

The calculations presented in Tables 1 and 2 show that the analyzed indicators in the period 2017-2019
showed a slight increase in trade in goods (from 10.66% to 11.82%), and in the case of services - a decrease of
5.3 percentage points (from 23.7% to 18.4%).

Table 3 shows that in 2019, there was a slowdown in the growth of mutual trade in Kazakhstan (104.5%)
in a comparison with 2018 (114.9%). A similar trend is typical for other EAEU countries, with the exception
of Belarus. The share of Kazakhstan in the structure of mutual trade is only 10%.

At the same time, Kazakhstan’s contribution to the total volume of exports within the Union (mutual trade)
in comparison with other EAEU countries in the period 2017-2019 showed an increase of 0.73 percentage
points (Figure 1).

According to the predictions compiled by the Eurasian Economic Commission (EEC) in the spring of
2020, the Union countries will face a deterioration in the foreign trade situation due to the pandemic, which
will lead to a reduction in exports, further weakening of national currencies and accelerated capital outflow,
which will cause a significant deterioration in the balance of payments of member countries. The economy of
the EAEU will fall by 7.2% - 3.2% in annual terms [21].

In the autumn, the predictions began to be confirmed, at the beginning of October, the Bank of Russia
reported that the net outflow of capital from Russia by the private sector in the period from January to
September 2020 was increased by 65.5%. In monetary terms, the export of capital from the country amounted
to $35.5 billion [22].

According to the predictions of the Eurasian Economic Commission (EEC), the follow expected change in
GDP in 2020 and measures to support the economies of the EAEU countries are planned (Table 4).

At the same time, one of the measures that will ensure the further development of the domestic economic
potential and increase the attractiveness of the country for investors is, in our opinion, the provision of
preferences and tax holidays for the majority of participants in the business community (entrepreneurship).

In addition, it is necessary to solve the problems of expanding the presence of Kazakh products in the
domestic market of the EAEU, which will be of great importance for the positive perception of the Eurasian
economic integration by the Kazakh business community.

Taking into account the low rates of mutual trade between Kazakhstan and Russia and other EEA countries,
it is necessary to seek coordination of measures to devalue national currencies, which will help reduce the
negative consequences of economic turbulence.

Kazakhstan should try to get greater support for the expansion of the EAEU among the population, as well
as for active information and media support for integration processes.

Conclusion. The search for possible ways to improve the efficiency of

Kazakhstan’s economic integration within the framework of the Eurasian Economic Union has led to the
conclusion that the desired efficiency is now evaluated by experts rather negatively than positively, but at the
same time Kazakhstan has a significant potential for strengthening competitiveness and further development
from participation in the Union.
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The determination of directions for improving the efficiency of economic integration of Kazakhstan was
carried out taking into account the fact that in 20202021 the country will face a protracted crisis. As a result,
based on the calculation of indicators of openness of the country’s economy, statistics on the dynamics and
volumes of mutual trade of the member- countries of the Union and other data in the context of negative
consequences for the national economy due to the coronavirus pandemic, the authors developed a number of
proposals to improve the effectiveness of Eurasian integration, taking into account the economic interests of
Kazakhstan.
